What is the iEngage Winter Summit? 

The Winter Summit is our virtual analog to the iEngage Student Seminar. Since we can’t travel to 
Jerusalem, we are providing the next best thing – a top rate experience with our faculty, on the topics 
that are most pressing to Jewish college students today. 

How can I participate?
